Campout, Trail Horse Trial, LINGO Ride, Little Horse Show and Gymkhana - July 3-5, 2009

Campout: Beginning at noon Friday, July 3rd through noon Sunday, July 5th, we have Lily Glen Group Camp Area A reserved. There
are a few camping spaces (which will be shared) with picnic tables, fire rings, vault toilets, a fresh water hand pump and
some corrals. Plan to bring portable corrals, hot wire or highline if you camp in the adjacent meadow area. Cost for camping
is $16 per night per family (i.e. - one truck/trailer combination). An additional $1 per horse fee has been added for our Joann
Pool Equestrian Enhancement Fund that is used for equine trails and camps maintenance. If you choose to camp in the
first-come-first-serve area to the left of the entrance, or Area B (if it is not reserved) you must pay the standard park fees
when entering the campground.

Potluck: Saturday night: Potluck begins around 6:30pm — Bring a dish to share (at least enough to feed your group). Bring your own
table service, chairs and beverages. Call or check our website for potluck ideas. Award presentation will follow.

Raffle: You may purchase raffle tickets for $5 per arm-length. Place them in the bucket of the prize you wish to win. Drawing will be
held at the Saturday potluck. There will also be a 50/50 drawing with %2 of the money going to the winner.

Trail Trial: Saturday, July 4th, the ride begins at 10:00am with the last rider out by 11:00. Cost is $10 per person. Divisions are Junior
(17 & under) and Senior (18 & over). There are obstacles along the trail that you and your equine will be judged on. Awards
will be given to the top three scores in each division.

Lingo Game: Runs concurrent with the Trail Trials. (You may participate in one or both events.) Lingo (aka Bingo) numbers are posted
along the trail. Participants mark off the numbers on their cards. A blackout wins the money pot. If no blackout occurs, the
card with the fewest numbers left wins. Ties will split the pot. Cards are $5 each or 3 cards for $12. One-half of the money
collected goes in the Lingo money pot.

Horse Show: In the afternoon on Saturday, July 4" there will be a fun Little Horse Show. Classes will include showmanship, western,
reining, etc. Sign up at the event for $2 per class.

Gymkhana: Friday, July 3 at 2:00pm, fun Gymkhana in the meadow adjacent to camp. Note: This is a rough field, not a groomed
arena! Five timed events, with four age divisions. Ribbons & awards are given to the top finishers in each division. Events
are $5 each or all for $20.

Rules: 1) No stallions allowed at the campout or in the events. 2) No dogs allowed on the ride. If you bring dogs to the campout
they must be kept tied up in your camp or on a leash. 3) All children 12 years of age and younger are required to wear a
safety helmet while riding in any event. 4) Riders under 18 years of age must be accompanied by a responsible adult rider.
5) All standard county park rules apply.

Registration: We are offering a discount for pre-registration. Fill out the form on the front and back of this flyer (please copy and use
separate forms for family members competing in the Gymkhana), add up the total amount and subtract 10% if you are a
non-club member or 20% if you belong to JCHA. Mail the completed form and check to: JCHA, PO Box 765, Medford, OR
97501 by June 20, 2009. Request for cancellation refund MUST be received by June 30, 2009. No refunds will be given
after this date.
